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Two new species of Mesorhaga (Diptera: Dolichopodidae) frotn Brazil, 
with a key to the Neotropical species

Abstract 

Two new species of the Sciapod inae genus Mesorlwga are described 
from the Amazonas Bas in in Braz il: Mesorhaga saetosa sp. n. and 
Mesorlwga aum ta sp. n. A key to a ll Neo tropica l spec i e~ of Mesorhaga 
is provided. 
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Introduction 

Mesorhaga SCI-li NER is a we ll defined Sciapodinae genus, re­
cognised by the unbranched vein M (the loss of the typical vei n 
M2 in Sciapodinae) and the hypopygial structure. A compre­
hensive definition of the genus is given in BICKEL ( 1994). Eight 
spec ies are known so far from the Neotropica l region (ROBIN­
ON, 1970). 

This paper is the second resul t of studies on the Neotropical 
Dolichopodidae material from the Amazonas area deposited in 
the lnstituto Nacional de Pesquisas da Amazonia Manaus 
[INPA]. The fi rst paper dea lt with the genus Systenus (NAGLIS, 
000). All spec imens were co ll ected by Ma laise traps and are 
preserved as pinned material. Al l holotypes and most paratypes 
are deposited in the lnstituto Naciona l de Pesquisas da Ama­
zonia (Manaus), with some paratypes in the Institute of Plant 
Sciences, Applied Entomology (Zurich). The morphological 
terminology follows MCA LP INE ( 198 1) and the hypopygial ter­
minology BICKEL ( 1994). 

Descriptions of new species 

Mesorlwga saetosa sp. n. 
(F igs. I a-d) 

Holotype: I male, BRAZ IL, Amazonas, Manaus, Campus F.U.A , 
Arm.

Diagnosis. A sma ll , dark spec ies with brown ish-black legs, 
dark brown halteres and black setae on lower ca lypters . Di s­
tinctive characters are the dense biseri al row of long posterior 
setae of fore tibia, the anteri or setae on middl e tibia and the 

strong erect anteroventral setae on tarsomere I of middle leg. 
Wing with a brownish tinge and vein M with a gentle bend. 

Description. Male. 
Body length 2.4-2.8 mm, wing length 2.8-3.0 mm. 

Head. Vertex deeply excavated; setae black; oce llar tubercle 
with a pair of strong di verging ocellars and a pair of smaller 
posterior setae; 3 strong postvertical setae present, in line with 
the postoculars; a strong proclinate vertica l present on lateral 
frons; postoculars near vertex short and uniserial, from about 
middle longer and multi seri al. Frons, face and clypeus blue­
green with golden refl ections and with a dusting of greyish­
white pruinos ity, more dense ly on frons and clypeus; face 
narrowed di sta ll y. Palpi black with a strong black apical seta 
and some add itional smaller ones, with brown hairs; proboscis 
brownish-black with yel low hairs. Antennae brownish-black, 
scape short, bare; pedicel short, wider than long, with a circlet 
of short setae, in addition with a longe r dorsal seta about twice 
as long as pedice l, and with 3-4 longer ventral setae, longest one 
longer than antenna (wi thout ari sta); first fl agellomere subrec­
tangu lar, wider than long; ari sta dorsa l, bare, about as long as 
head is high, first aristomere about as long as first tlagellomere. 
Ratio smallest/widest di stance between eyes on face/clypeus is 
20':35; ratio smallest/widest di stance between eyes on frons is 

/40:45 . 
Thorax. Metal li c blue-green with go lden and bronze reflec­

tions; setae black ; pleura clark with grey pruinosity. 3-4 pairs of 
long acrosti chals, about half as long as clorsocentrals; 5 pairs of 
strong clorsocentrals; lateral scutellars about half as long as 
medians. 

Legs. Coxae, trochanters and femora clark brown; fore tibia 
and tarsomere I ochreous-ye llow; middle tibia and tarsomere I 
more or less ochreous (variable); remaining legs brownish­
black. All setae and hairs black. Fore leg: Coxa with anterior 
setae; femu r with a posteroventral row of setae about as long as 
diameter of fem ur; tibia with a dense posterior row of long 
biseri al setae along whole length, about 3 times as long as 
diameter of tibia (male secondary sexual character) (F ig. I a). 
Middle leg: Coxa with anterior setae; femur with posteroventral 
setae, about as long as di ameter of femur ; tib ia with a dense 
anteri or row of biseri al long setae along whole length , about 
twice as long as di ameter of tibia (male secondary sexual 
character); tarsomere I with row of 3-4 strong erect anteroven­
tral setae, abo ut tw ice as long as diameter of tarsomere. 1-1 incl 
leg: Coxa with one strong lateral seta at about Y,. from base and 
2-3 short hai rs; femur with long ventral setae, about as long as 
diameter of femur; tibia without strong setae. Relative poclo-

mere ratios (femur, tibia, tarsomere I /2/3/4/5): Fore leg: 55, 58, 
34/13/9/7/7; middle leg: 74, 97, 65/2 1 / 17/15/8; hind leg: 82, 97, 
40/2 7/2011 2/9. 

Wings. (Fig. I b) Hyaline, with a brownish tinge in anterior 
area along Rh R2+3 and R4+5. and less intensively to CuA, m-cu 
(cross-vein) and M. R2+3 and R4+5 diverging towards wing 
apex. M with gentle bend at I /3 distance between m-cu 
(cross-vein) and wing margin. Cross-vein (m-cu) about 0.9 
ti mes as long as distal section of CuA. Cross-vein (m-cu) about 
5 times as long as distance between R4+5 and M at wing apex. 
Lower calypter brown, with a fa n of black setae; haltere dark 
brown. 

Ahdomen. Metall ic green with bronze and purple reflections; 
lateral setae of tergum I much longer; all setae black. Hypo­
pygium (Fig. I c, I d) dark brown; tergum 7 enclosing epan­
drium, with long setae; hypandrium arising from base of epan­
drium, narrow and elongated, as long as epandrium; epandrial 
lobe ovate, bearing a strong curved seta at middle and a smaller 
one at front; surstylus divided into three arms bearing setae as 
fi gured; cercus with three finger-like ap ical projections, bearing 
setae as fi gured. 

Female: unknown.

Remarks. The species belongs to the species-group with black 
legs, black hal teres and black setae on lower calypters. It can be 
distinguished from all other Neotropical species in that group 
by the characteristic dense row of long ventral setae on fore and 
middle tibia and the gently bent vein M. 

Etymology. The name is derived from the Latin word " saeto­
sus" meaning "setose", and re fers to the characteristically 
setose fore tibia. 

Mesorhaga aurata sp. n. 
(Figs. 2a-c)

Diagnosis. A larger species with mainly yellow legs, yellow 
halteres and yellow setae on lower calypters. Thorax with 
conspicuous golden refl ections, acrosti chals very fine (one or

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two pairs only) and almost absent. Legs without any character­
istic chaetotaxy, broadening or flattening. Wings hyaline, with 
vein M strongly bent at a right-angle. 

Description. Male. 
Body length 3.7-3.9 mm, wing length 3.7-3.8 mm. 

Head. Vertex deeply excavated; setae black; ocellar tubercle 
with a pair of strong diverging ocellars and with 2-3 pairs of 
smaller posterior setae; 3-4 strong postvertical setae present, in 
line with the postoculars; 3 strong proclinate verticals present 
on lateral frons; postoculars near vertex short, black and uni­
serial, from about middle longer, yellow and multiserial. Frons, 
face and c lypeus blue-green with shining golden reflections and 
w ith a slight dusting of w hitish pruinosity; face narrowed 
distally. Palpi yellow with a strong black apical seta and some 
additional smaller ones, with yellow hai rs; proboscis yel lowish 
w ith yellow hairs. Antennae brownish-black, scape short, bare; 
pedicel short, wider than long, with a c irclet of short setae, in 
addition w ith a longer dorsal seta about twice as long as pedicel, 
and w ith 2-3 longer ventral setae, longest one 3 times as long as 
pedicel; fi rst fl agellomere subrectangu lar, about as long as 
w ide; arista dorsal, bare, about as long as head is high, first 
aristomere about as long as first flagellomere. Ratio smallest/ 
widest distance between eyes on face/c lypeus is 25:45; ratio 
smallest/widest distance between eyes on frons is 45 :50. 

Thorax. Metallic blue-green with shining golden reflections; 
pleura dark green with golden reflections, w ith slightly grey 
pruinosity; all setae black. Acrostichals fine, almost absent, 
only one pair at apical l /4 , a second pair (sometimes absent) 
at middle o f scutum, about half as long as dorsocentrals; 5 pai rs 
of strong dorsocentrals; lateral scutellars about '1. length of 
medians. 

Legs. Fore coxa yellow with basal 1/5 black, middle and hind 
coxae and trochanters black; fore and m iddle tarsomeres 2 to 5 
darkened, hind tarsomeres black; remaining legs yellow. Fore 
leg: Coxa with anterior yellow setae; femur w ith a row of 
ye llow ventral setae, slightly longer than diameter of femur; 
tibia with 2-3 weak black dorsal setae. Middle leg: Coxa with 
yellow anterior setae; femur w ith a row of yellow ventral 
setae, longer than diameter o f femur; tibia with 3-4 weak 
d~als, 2 stronger anteroventra ls and 3-4 weak posteroventrals. 
)lmd leg: Coxa with one strong lateral yellow seta at about '1. 
from base and 3-4 short yel low hairs; femur w ith long ventral 
yellow setae, about as long as diameter of femur; tibia w ith a 
brown longitudinal stripe on inside face at '1. from base, with a 
dorsal row of short black setae. Relative podomere ratios 
(femur, tibia, tarsomere 1/2/3/4/5): Fore leg: 55, 57, 33113/6/ 
4/4; middle leg: 63 , 79, 45/ 18/ 13/6/6; hind leg: 76, 92, 34/28/ 
17110/7. 

Wings. (Fig. 2a) Hyaline, with a slightly brownish tinge. R2+3 
and R4+5 diverging towards wing apex. M w ith strong bend, 
almost at a right-angle, ha lfway between m-cu (cross-vein) and 
wi ng marg in. Cross-vein (m-cu) about 1.2 times as long as 
distal section of CuA. Cross-ve in (m-cu) about 5 times as long 
as distance between R4+5 and M at wing apex. Lower calypter 
pa le with a brown rim and fan of golden-ye llow setae; haltere 
c lub yellow, stalk brownish. 

Abdomen. Meta ll ic green with shining golden and purple 
reflections, with slightly wh itish pruinosity on ventral side; 
w ith purpl ish-black bands pre ent on tergal overlap of segments 
2-5, segment 6 enti re ly purp lish-b lack; a ll setae black, except 
proximal setae oftergum I and ventra l setae ofterga 1-3 whi te; 
latera l setae of tergum I much longer. Hypopygium (Fig. 2b, 
2c) dark brown; te rgum 7 enc losing epandri um, with long black 
setae; hypandrium arising from base of epandrium, narrow and 
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elongated, as long as epandrium; epandriallobe ovate, bearing a 
strong curved seta at middle and a smaller one at front; surstylus 
di vided into three arms bearing setae as fi gured; cercus L­
shaped, with a ventral spoon-li ke projec ti on, bearing setae as 
fi gured. 

Female: unknown. 

Remarks. The spec ies can be di stingui shed from the similar 
/a eta BECKER by the shining face with slightly whiti sh pruin­
osity (matt with yellow pruinos ity in /aeta ) and the hya line 
wings without macul ati ons. From j ucunda BECKER and om a­
tipes VAN DUZEE it diffe rs by lac king broadened or fl attened 
hind tarsomeres. From albiciliata (AL DRICH) it differs as fol­
lows (characters of albiciliata in brackets): ye llow femora 
(black), white pruinosity of the fa ce (ye llow), black verti ca ls 
(yellow pair), cercus and surstylus black (ye llow). 

Ety mology. The name is deri ved from the Latin word "auratus" 
meaning "golden", and refers to the go lden refl ections on 
thorax and abdomen. 
Key to the Neotropica l spec ies of Mesorlwga (males) 
The key is based on PARENT's key ( 1929), with additional 
information taken from the ori ginal desc riptions and supple­
mented by the lack ing and the new species.
